Until it suspended major glass production in 2011, Fenton Art Glass was the oldest extant American glass company,
having reached its centennial year in 2005. For more than a century, this family-owned business produced glassin an
astonishing array of shapes and colors, including the figurines of various animals, birds, and butterflies featured in this
book. Glass figurines have achieved iconic status in American culture, but the Fenton animals are not the delicate spun-
