jeweler, whose forte is botanicals, this book sang to me. I absolutely love the closeups and applaud the decision, by the 
authors, to photograph the (normally) hidden side of the jeweler's art.Photographing jewelry, in this manner, offers us 
paeans an almost voyeuristic look into the underpinnings of the work: linking methods, pin stem design, hidden bails, 
setting techniques, etc. As a jeweler, this is exciting to see. If you aren't a jeweler, looking this closely at jewelry will 

give you some idea of the difficulty and skill required to produce such lovely work. The book is almost as good as
