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ridiculously cheap in other cases. For example, virtually all 14" Wide Gauge passenger cars have the same values
across the board with only a couple of exceptions. The coverage on prewar O gauge trains, the trains with which
American Flyer was founded upon, are absolutely not covered here! | was stunned! There are maybe twenty pages at
the back of the book with photos of only SOME O gauge offerings, NO DESCRIPTIONS OR DETAILS ON ANY O
GAUGE TRAINSWHATSOEVER, and all are listed as "not enough information available" for rarity.l think it would
have been much better to have offered this book in two volumes as the Lionel books were done, one covering the post-
war S gauge trains and another which would have covered the formative prewar years of American Flyer.
